Lord of the Hills Columbarium Project

   What better place for our cremated remains after our earthly life than the place where our faith was nurtured and fed!  Our Columbarium Memorial Garden can be such a place for you.

   Some of you may be familiar with those rural churches that have the church cemetery out on the front lawn of the church.  What a grace-filled reminder of the communion of saints, this great democracy of the dead which is so important to the  Christian church.  A columbarium can provide that same sign for us today.

   In our narthex you will find an artist’s rendition of the proposed project, plus an introductory brochure and a packet with all of the information you will need.  This week we will hold an informational meeting to answer all your questions:

· Thursday, February 2, 7:00 p.m., in the Inspiration Room.

   A single niche in the columbarium will cost $1325; a double niche, $1525.  The cost of cremation today runs about $1200 in the Denver area.  Thus the total cost of a columbarium burial is about $2500 compared with the average cost of embalming, casket, mortuary services, in-ground burial of over $10,000.

   In order to complete this project 30 niches will need to be purchased by May 31.  None of our regular budget monies will be used for this project.  If we are unable to complete the project, we will return your money in full.
